SUBJECT: School Health Policy
Dear Parent(s) / Guardian(s),

As we continue the school year through these colder months, I wanted to reach out and remind
everyone of the school health policies that we have in place in order to keep everyone safe and
healthy throughout the remainder of the school year. Please see the following below for health
concerns your child/children may have throughout the rest of the year that would require them to stay
home from school and what has to happen in order for them to be able to return.

- Fever: Has to be fever free for 24 hours WITHOUT the use of fever reducing medications and

has to be able to participate in normal daily activities.
- Vomiting: Has to be 24 hours from last time vomited and is able to handle a normal diet.

- Diarrhea: Has to be 24 hours since the last time they had diarrhea and is able to handle a normal

diet.
- Strep: Has to be on an effective antibiotic for 24 hours and symptoms have to be improving.

- COVID-19: Has to be fever free for 24 hours WITHOUT the use of fever reducing medication,
has to have improving symptoms, and has to be able to participate in normal daily activities.

- Flu: Has to be fever free for 24 hours WITHOUT the use of fever reducing medication, has to
have improving symptoms, has to be able to handle a normal diet and has to be able to participate
in normal daily activities.

If everyone follows these policies, we can all work together to keep everyone safe and healthy during
this school year.

- Estreptococo: debe estar tomando un antibidtico eficaz durante 24 horas y los sintomas deben estar
mejorando.

- COVID-19: Debe estar libre de fiebre durante 24 horas SIN el uso de antipiréticos medicamento, tiene
que tener sintomas que mejoren y tiene que ser capaz de participar en actividades diarias normales.

- Gripe: Debe estar libre de fiebre durante 24 horas SIN el uso de medicamentos para reducir la fiebre,
tiene que tener sintomas que mejoren, tiene que ser capaz de llevar una dieta normal y tiene que ser
capaz de participar en las actividades diarias normales.

Si todos seguimos estas politicas, podemos colaborar para garantizar la seguridad y la salud de todos durante
este aflo escolar.

Dear St. Teresa of Avila School Families,

We hope this letter finds you and your family well. We are deeply grateful for the trust you place in St. Teresa
of Avila School and for the privilege of walking alongside you in your child’s academic, spiritual, and personal
growth.

For the upcoming 2025-2026 school year, the tuition rate will be $6,350 per student. As in previous years,
this amount does not reflect the full cost of educating each child. After careful review, the actual cost of
education is approximately $7,000 per student. Thanks to careful management of operating expenses and the
continued generosity of our parishioners, we are able to keep tuition increases as modest as possible despite
rising costs. Through the continued generosity of St. Teresa of Avila Parish, a subsidy is provided for each
student to help bridge this difference, resulting in no additional cost to families.

Registration & Fee Updates
Please note the following changes for the upcoming school year:

e Registration Fee: Increased from $50 to $100 per student.
e Student Fee: The Technology Fees will remain the same; however, they will be due in the summer,
along with class fees. This will now be referred to as the Student Fee.

Priority registration will begin on January 5th. Families who register during the priority registration period
will receive 50% off the registration fee, owing only $50 per student in January.

Priority registration is essential for our current students, as it allows us to accurately plan class sizes,
schedules, and teacher assignments for the upcoming school year. It also ensures that our current students
secure their spot before enrollment opens to new students. Open House for new families will be held on
January 29, 2026, from 6:30-8:00 PM.

Please be sure to complete priority registration by January 30th to guarantee your spot and take advantage
of this savings opportunity.

We ask families to consider volunteering their time and talents in support of programs that help sustain
the parish subsidy and offset rising costs. These efforts allow us to continue providing a high-quality Catholic
education while keeping tuition increases modest. Opportunities include:

Tuesday Night Bingo (volunteering and participation both provide financial support to the school)
Recess Volunteer*

Lunchroom Volunteer*

Field Day / Field Trip Volunteer*

Parent Teacher Group (PTG)

Participation in and support of fundraisers throughout the year
